TEST METHODS:
Artificial Weathering (TEC050-1 Standard Operating Procedure)

The faces of three of the clay brick samples were cul 1o be approximately 2 om thick. The three cut samples
were exposed o altermnale cycles of ultraviolel light and 60°C lemperalures and coolar, maisi, and darx
conditions at 20-30°C., Temperature, humidity, and LV cyciing are inlended to replicale external weathering
conditions, bul are accebaraled.

After 500 hours, the samples were then laken oul of the QU Tester and visually evaluated, comparing the
surfaces thal wara exposed to artificial weathering to the surfaces that were nol expased

Because a porlion of each sample was coverad during QUY exposura, il was also possible lo compare this
surface io the exposed area.
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
